Firearms deer hunting is not allowed in Clayton, Cobb,
DeKalb, Fulton (north of GA Highway 92), and that
portion of Glynn County lying within Jekyll Island. In
the portion of Forsyth County south of GA Highway 20,
only shotguns and muzzleloaders may be used (no other
firearms allowed).

*Buck only for the first two weeks (Sept. 14-27) in Baker,
Calhoun, Decatur, Early, Grady, Miller, Mitchell, Thomas,
and Seminole Counties.

Archery equipment may be used during Primitive Weapons
and Firearms seasons. Any weapon legal for deer may be
used during the Firearms season.
